I. Activity Title: Theme Drawing
II. Contributors: Kerri Waller

I. Approximate Time: 12 45 minute class periods 
II. Activity Description: students will create a theme drawing based on themselves 
III. Level: 8th grade 
IV. Standard:VA8CU.2: Investigates and discovers personal relationships to community, culture, and the world through making and studying art. 
V. Essential Question: 

How can I represent myself in art? 
VI. Goals/Performance Objectives:

Students use idea mapping to create a word web. 
Students will create a work of art that represents them

VII. Materials and Instructional Resources:

VIII. Teacher Preparation:

Teacher will make copies of rubric for each student
Teacher will locate all materials for the assignment and place in classroom for easy access for students. 

IX. Procedures:

a. Motivation/Hook

Students will enter the room and will view previous examples of student work and teacher work 
b. Statement of Objectives for Students

Teacher will explain to students that they are going to create a work of art that depicts each student visually. 
c. Helping Students Recall Prerequisites

Teacher and students will discuss the shading techniques and coloring techniques they learned earlier in the year. 
d. Presenting Information

Teacher and students will discuss the theme drawing displayed at the front of the class. Teacher will hand out rubrics. Teacher and students will go over the rubrics together. 
e. Providing Practice and Feedback

Students will create a word web using the name of a student as a base. Students will start rough draft. Students will start final copy. Students will use the shading with pencil, shading with color pencil, and coloring techniques previously learned in class to finish the work of art.  
f. Summarizing the Lesson/Review Key Concepts

Students will walk around the room and discuss the art with their peers. Students and teacher will have a class discussion on what they can tell about a person based on the theme drawing they did of themselves. 
X. Assessment:

Students will self assess using a rubric. The teacher will check the artwork and rubric and change grade as needed. 
XI. Extending Activities:

Students may work on their zero gravity room if they finish early
XII. Modifications/Accommodations for Special Needs

Some students may require teacher or peer assistance in the creation of the word web. Some students may need teacher assistance in the outline of their final copy. Some students may require to be exempted from the coloring of their theme drawing based on individual readiness. 
Differentiation based on interest, ability, readiness, and environment.
